The Cohen Disco Volante.

A Judge's Perspective

As one of the AROC volunteer judges at this year’s
Concorso Italiano, [ was again astounded by the variety
and quality of participants’ cars on the Alfa Romeo
display field.

The red and black 1964 Tubolare Zagato of AROC
member David Eichenbaum was incredibly well-restored
and maintained, and had a surprising assortment of
period literature and period goodies on display. It is
indeed a rare day to see a TZ in the flesh, and this
striking example garnered much attention. (See the
November 2020 and January 2021 issues of Alfa Owner,
wherein we told the story of this marvelous machine.)

Four Junior and 1600 Zagatos were displayed, showing
an interesting mix of personalization of wheels,
accessories and engines. The black 1970 Jr Z of AROC
and ARA member Tom Sahines showed period
upgrades on a very clean older restoration. As a long-
time owner of a Jr Z, I truly appreciated seeing the other
cars present, as again they are few and far between and
it is unusual to see more than one at a time.

The appearance of a 1900 M “Matta” - this one the
rare civilian version known as an AR-52 (one of fewer
than 200) - was a delight to see. In Police Red, this
non-military “jeep” brought visitors to a stop all day
long, keeping ARA member Joseph Golden busy
recounting the model’s fascinating history.

The stunning black 1972 Montreal of ARA member
John Tomlin was a show-stopper as well - rarely seen,
and even more rarely heard, the Montreal never fails to
stir the crowds. This car was well-restored and quite
correct, even in its smallest details.

Perhaps the most unusual car presented - and noted
to be the only one in North America - was the incredi-
ble modern re-imagining of the Carrozzeria Touring
Disco Volante. One of just eight produced in 2013 and
the only one in dark metallic gray, was the example
brought by AROC member David Cohen. Based on the
mechanics and floor pan of the 8C Competizione, the
Disco Volante was every bit as breathtaking as its for-
bearers of the early 1950s.

So many incredible cars, and not enough space to
offer their unique stories. I am already looking forward
to volunteering for next year’s Concorso!
